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Terms & Conditions

1. These Terms & Conditions together with any specific information (hereafter called Contest Notice) set out in www.caid.gr apply to the Scientific Experiment Contest – Wizards of Science, unless otherwise expressly stated. By entering the Contest, contestants agree to be bound by these Terms & Conditions.

2. The Contest is organised by Centre of Applied Industrial Design (CAID), in collaboration with Eugenides Foundation in Athens.

3. All contestants must fill in and sign the contestant entry form.

4. The closing date for entries is 9th February 2009, entries received after this date will not be accepted.

5. CAID reserves the right to cancel or amend the Contest, the Contest Notice or these Terms & Conditions at any time without prior notice. Any changes will be posted either within the Contest Notice or these Terms & Conditions. 

6. By entering the Contest, you hereby warrant that all information submitted by you is true, current and complete.

7. CAID assumes that by using its site and entering the Contest (and you warrant that), you have legal capacity to enter the Contest and agree to the Terms & Conditions (i.e. that you are of sufficient age and are entitled to be legally bound in contract). 

8. The nature of the sorting, selection and assessment of all entries is to be determined by CAID. No correspondence as to the nature of the sorting, selection and assessment of entries will be entered into. 
9. CAID reserves the right to disqualify any contestant if it has reasonable grounds to believe the contestant has breached any of these Terms & Conditions.

10. In the event that any contestant is disqualified from the Contest, CAID in its sole discretion may decide whether a replacement contestant should be selected. In this event, any further contestant will be selected on the same criteria as the original contestant and will be subject to these Terms & Conditions.

11. The Contest is addressed to science school teachers and scientists.

12. Experiments must be done by an individual contestant or a group of no more than three (3) contestants.

13.  The contestant warrants that the science experiment created will be an original presentation. 

14. In consideration of CAID agreeing to consider contestant to the Contest, each contestant in case of existing copyrighted material hereby assigns to CAID the right to exploit all rights of intellectual property on the protected material for a period of 20 years under the rules of greek law on Intellectual Property (L.2121/1993). CAID shall be free to assign such rights to third parties. CAID undertakes the obligation to reach an agreement with any contestant whose entry contains copyright material.

15. Furthermore, any information submitted by the contestant must be personal to and relate specifically to herself/himself. You hereby warrant that the information which you submit and/or distribute will not infringe the intellectual property, privacy or any other rights of any third party, and will not contain anything which is libellous, defamatory, obscene, indecent, harassing or threatening. If relevant, CAID reserves the right, but not the obligation, to screen, filter and/or monitor information provided by you and to edit, refuse to distribute or remove the same. 

16. All contestants taking part in the Contest hereby agree to the audio and/or visual recording and publicity of their experiments without any prior consent.
17. CAID reserves the right to publish the best experiments.

18. Winners may be requested to take part in promotional activity and CAID reserves the right to use the names and addresses of winners, their photographs and audio and/or visual recordings of them and their experiments in any publicity.

19. CAID cannot accept any responsibility for any damage, loss, injury or disappointment suffered by any contestant entering the competition or as a result of accepting any prize. 

20. CAID is not responsible for any problems or technical malfunction of any network, computer on-line systems, servers, or providers, computer equipment, software failure of any email or entry to be received on account of technical problems or traffic congestion on the Internet, telephone lines or at any web site, or any combination thereof, including any injury or damage to contestant’s or any other person’s computer or mobile telephone related to or resulting from participation or downloading any materials in the Contest. 
21. No experiment will be accepted that uses animals during its development, testing or presentation.

22. Games are not considered an experiment and will not be accepted unless they have scientific content and experimental aspect.

23. The experiment dimensions are not to exceed a maximum size of 100cm deep X 150cm wide X 100cm high.

24. All experiments must be completely self-contained and self-supporting.

25. All experiments must be removed by the contestant by the end of the contest. All unclaimed experiments shall be disposed of as part of the contest dismantling.

26. Valuables or sensitive equipment is not encouraged to be part of the experiment display. CAID is not responsible for stolen or damaged equipment or other valuables.

27. All electrical equipment must be constructed according to European electrical safety laws and its usage must not be of any danger to all. Experiments requiring electrical current for operation or illumination, must be designed for operation on alternative current at 220 volts. If batteries are used, they should be storage batteries to ensure continuity of operation.

28. Ordinary doorbell push buttons and open knife switches may not be used to control 220 volt apparatus. Only suitably rated 220 volt toggle or push button type switches, mounted on panels or switch boxes are allowed.

29. All wiring, switches, and metal parts carrying 220 volt current must be grounded properly and out of reach of the audience.

30. Dangerous chemicals in open containers,flammable liquids, and explosives are strictly prohibited.

31. If bacteria are displayed, they must be in sealed containers.

32. Prizes are non-transferable. CAID reserves the right to substitute prizes of equal or greater value at any time.

33. In respect of the awards, the judges’ decision is final.

34. All taxes, insurances, transfers, spending money and other expenses (including meals or personal expenses, upgrades etc.) as the case may be, unless specifically stated, are the sole responsibility of the prize winner.

35. CAID does not cover the travel and local costs of attending any stages of the contest. 
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
